1. TOPIC:

Social, Economic, Government and Environment Issues Affecting Gold Coast Coastal Management

2. AIM:

This activity is designed to enhance students’ understandings of social, economic, government and environment issues affecting Gold
Coast Coastal Management by engaging students in Research and Speech preparation. This activity helps develop logical thinking skills
as well as higher-order thinking skills as students’ research information about various issues on the Gold Coast.

Teachers may also scaffold students where necessary, by engaging in whole class brainstorming and substantive conversations about
social, economic, government and environment issues, thereby activating students’ prior knowledge and experiences. In this way, peers
can assist each other through a supportive classroom environment that encourages risk-taking.
