Keynote Speaker 
The keynote speaker will be Professor Alfred Blumstein who was the recipient of the prestigious Stockholm Prize in 
2007 for his research into criminal careers. Alfred Blumstein is the J. Erik Jonsson University Professor of Urban 
Systems and Operations Research at the Carnegie-Mellon University in Pittsburgh (USA).  
 
Workshop Themes  
The workshop will include presentations examining how various research methodologies and advanced computational 
and analytical techniques have been used to inform decision making in social and justice organisations.  

Previous workshops have included presentations on how simulation, spatial, temporal, trajectory, policy, economic, and 
resource allocation models have assisted decision-making.  

The workshop will also provide a forum for participants to network with other practitioners, researchers and policy 
makers who are interested in the development and use of models to provide an evidence base for decisions in justice 
organisations.
