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OBJECTIVES

This subject is designed to introduce you to the field of linguistics. Language data will be used (from English and other languages) to show you how researchers analyze and study language. You are expected to:

· develop a good understanding of the formal aspects of language, 

· develop skills in applying theoretical linguistic models to features of the language you teach or in which you have a professional interest,

· develop error analysis skills

· learn how to apply the theoretical and practical insights gained in this subject to learning-facilitative second language teaching models.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION

This subject is an advanced study in linguistics. It focuses on different approaches to the formal structures of language. In particular three main linguistic frameworks will be introduced to you: the traditional, structural and functional framework. Theories and concepts in the areas of phonetics (speech sounds), phonology (sound systems of languages), morphology (word structure), syntax (sentence structure) and semantics (meaning structures) will be discussed. Further, the functioning of linguistic systems in diverse social-cultural contexts will be investigated, and ways in which the newly acquired theoretical knowledge can be applied to language teaching will be explored.

Steps to be undertaken 

a) Data gathering through recording of a short text produced by a NESB speaker (e.g. retelling of a short story).

b) Transcribing of three pages of the taped text.

c) Error analysis (the areas of analysis are pronunciation, morphology and syntax)

d) Discussion: Discussion of the data in the light of the relevant literature
