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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is an intermediate level Korean course, and is an extension of LAL 1050. It is designed to enable students to develop macro language skills at intermediate levels in Korean. Through classroom activities and homework exercises, the course employs a communicative approach that aims to enable students to talk about their lives - their families, homes, studies, leisure activities, personal feelings and study experiences. 


Students are also expected to learn to understand a range of vocabulary and grammar patterns that are useful in talking about our health and bodies, jobs and professions, food and cooking, animals, plants, and the natural world. Also the non-polite form called “Panmal” is introduced both in spoken and written contexts.  

RATIONALE AND OBJECTIVES

It is aimed for the students to learn not only the language content but also communication skills through participating in the classroom activities, that are designed to enhance their skills in reading, listening, writing and speaking Korean.    

The objectives of this course are:

· To enable students learn the following functions in Korean: Requesting, Offering, Thanking, Following and giving directions, Seeking information and assistance, Apologizing, Making excuses, Complaining, Asking and giving advice, Expressing compulsion, Explaining how situations came about, Describing sequences of events, Reporting what people have said.

· To develop students’ language macro-skills at intermediate levels of Korean.

· To provide students with socio-cultural knowledge of Korean through the study of prepared or selected texts structured around set topics.

· Weekly project worksheets (15%): There will be five worksheets each worth 3%.  Don’t be alarmed by the number of worksheets - They can mostly be completed during class time.  The worksheets are basically short essay writing tasks that are dealt in the Writing classes.  Fortnightly you are required to write up your classwork and submit it. Marking criteria will be clearly given on each worksheet - It will generally include content, variety and fluency of relevant vocabulary and patterns used, accuracy and creativity. 
· Class presentation and participation  (5%):  


Between Week 7 and Week 12, students are asked to give a 2 minute oral presentation in Korean, which will be followed by a class discussion on the speech in Korean.  Topic sign-up will be conducted during Weeks 3-4, and the topics will include those dealt in the textbook chapters of the previous week. Participation of the students in the classroom discussions will also be observed by the teacher and counted for marks (not on accuracy but on fluency and frequency). 
The presentation will be of worth (2%), and participation throughout the class discussions will be added up to (3%).  Marking criteria will generally include knowledge of relevant vocabulary, fluency in speech and comprehension in discussion.  More detailed criteria sheets and marking formats will be available in Week 4.

· Short written tests (18%): Two one-hour written tests (Weeks 5 and 8) each worth 9%. Includes reading comprehension, grammar pattern tests, translation and dialogue writing. 

· Essay writing assignment (12%):  
· Essay Submission (8%): a written essay of 4 원고지 pages on a given topic.  Due by 5 pm on Friday of Week 12.  Detailed guidelines will be given in week 8.
· Essay Exam. (4%):  Essay exam will be held in Week 11.
· Oral Exam (15%)  An oral presentation followed by an interview with the examiner (Week 14).  Topics and detailed guidelines will be given in Week 10.

Although the attendance record does not have a direct effect towards your final grade, most of assessment will take place during class hours, and no extension or another chance will be granted unless medical certificate is provided. Also the attendance record will be considered as a major factor when your final grade comes to the borderline case. 
OTHER IMPORTANT MATTERS
Students are advised to inform themselves on general university, faculty and school policy on such issues as plagiarism, cheating, and the penalties which these forms of misconduct attract.

With respect to language learning with its heavy demands on practice outside the classroom environment, the teaching team of this course encourages students to work in pairs or in study groups as a means of achieving the desired outcomes. Studying and practising with fellow students will go some way to creating a language environment which is of benefit to the non-background learner.

Some of the oral tests would require a degree of collaboration. Nonetheless, students will be judged on fluency, pronunciation, intonation, range and effective utilisation of language learnt on an individual basis. It is thus imperative for every student to ensure that his or her part is well researched, well prepared in terms of the range of language items expected, and well delivered. For other tests, solo performances would be required and they must be prepared individually.
