Fit for Professional Practice Team (FFPP)
identifies criminal convictions on National
Police Certificate (NPC)

FFPP notifies Health Placement Advisor

Health Placement Advisor notifies Program
Director/Nominated Delegate and Placement
Officer via email with copy of NPC

Program Director/Nominated Delegate
determines if the criminal convictions will
impact the student obtaining a placement

Negative NPC will not impact placement Negative NPC may/will impact placement

Program Director/Nominated Delegate
meets with student to discuss their NPC and
provides advice on the impact NPC may/will

have on placement. If a student will be

registered with Ahpra they must be
encouraged to notify Ahpra of their negative
NPC

FFPP is notified so the check can be cleared
in Sonia

FFPP transfers documentation to Student

Central University File and records in Sonia Student may be asked to provide a written

statement/supporting documents that can be
used when negotiating placement

Student makes informed decision on whether
to remain in the program or withdraw

FFPP is notified of outcome so the Check can
be processed according to outcome

FFPP notifies Placement Officer of outcome
