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The Completion Plan is a detailed timeline for the completion of tasks to finalise and submit your research output/thesis. It helps you to stay organised, track progress, and provide structure. When you are in the final stages of completion, you can use the plan to breakdown the timeline into specific manageable tasks for each week to help keep you on track. Where your research output will comprise an exegesis and a creative work/practice-based component, detail the completion plan for both components.
